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What Does The Bible Say About Fathers?

He
likewise penned, “Fathers, do not provoke your children, lest they
become discouraged” (Colossians 3:21). Simply put, Paul is instructing
fathers to not allow their actions to stir up or arouse their children to
great anger, lest they become disheartened, and deprived of courage or
confidence. Therefore, fathers, may we all seek to always make the
proper application of this instruction, remembering that our children are
looking up to us to lead them in the way in which they should go,
knowing that failure to properly do so, will lead them astray.

Fathers Are To Bring Their Children Up In The Training and
Admonition of The Lord.
Rather than provoking their children to wrath, fathers are

instructed to bring them up in the training and admonition of the Lord
(Ephesians 6:4). Now, one might ask, how is this training and
instruction to be done? Well, first of all it is to be done with personal
commitment.
