And
if one can overpower him who is alone, two can resist him. A
cord of three strands is not quickly torn apart” (Ecclesiastes
4:9:12). “For you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do
not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love
serve one another. For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even
in this: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself’” (Galatians
5:13-14).
