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• Pride month is a reflection of a sinful nation because it 
promotes Homosexuality, which is an abomination to 
God. Homosexuality does not glorify God and it also 
reflects a people who do not know or respect God. It is a 
dishonor to the body,  and it goes against nature, it is 
shameful, and it is an unrighteous practice which is 
deserving of death (i.e. eternal separation from God). 
(Leviticus 18:22, 20:13; Romans 1:18-32; 1 Corinthians 6:9-10) 

• Pride month is a reflection of a sinful nation because it 
promotes Transgenderism, which is a direct insult on 
God’s design of mankind, contending that God our 
Almighty Creator made a mistake, which is absolute 
disrespect and rebellion toward God, our Maker.           
(Genesis 1:27; Matthew 19:4; Psalm 139:13-14) 



Pride Month: A Reflection of A Sinful Nation 

• Pride month is a reflection of a sinful nation because 
as the name itself implies, “pride” month is a time of 
pride and celebration for being LGBTQ, and pride (i.e. 
being especially proud of a particular quality or skill)  
itself is an abomination to God, and it goes before 
destruction. (Proverbs 16:5, 18) 

• Pride month is a reflection of a sinful nation because it 
seeks to justify the wicked and to condemn the just, 
which is an abomination to the LORD. (Proverbs 17:15) 

• Pride month is a reflection of a sinful nation because it 
does not promote and exalt righteousness, but rather 
it promotes and exalts sin. (Proverbs 14:34, 11:11)
