We Must First Develop The Attitude of A Servant. 

• Jesus possessed the attitude of a servant. (John 13:3-5) 

• We too must possess the attitude of a servant, as 
Jesus did. (John 13:13-17) 

• We must be determined to serve others, as Jesus was 
determined to serve. (Mark 10:42-45) 

• Love for others should motivate us to serve others, as 
it motivated Jesus to do. (1 John 3:16-18)  

 



Serving Others As Jesus Did 

We Must Then Be Motivated By An Attitude of 
Humility and Service. 

• Humility and service was the objective lesson of Jesus 
washing the disciples feet. (John 13:5-7, 12-17) 

• We must humble ourselves, and consider others, just 
as Jesus humbled Himself. (Philippians 2:3-8) 

• We must desire to be a servant to all. (Mark 10:44-45) 

• Remember, whoever exalts self will be humbled, and 
he who humbles self will be exalted. (Matthew 23:12) 



Serving Others As Jesus Did 

Finally, We Must Serve. 

• Jesus performed the act of a servant. (John 13:3-12) 

• Jesus did not come to this earth to be served, but He 
came to serve. (Mark 10:45) 

• We must serve others through love. (Galatians 5:13) 

• Never forget, as each one has received a special gift, 
employ it in serving one another as good stewards of 
the manifold grace of God. (1 Peter 4:10 NASB) 



What Must I Do To Be Saved? 

• Hear the word of God and keep it. (Luke 11:28) 

• Believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God. (John 8:24) 

• Repent of your sins. (Luke 13:3, 5) 

• Confess Jesus Christ. (Matthew 10:32-33)
