Contrasts Between Heaven and Hell… 

• In heaven one will be with the Lord God forever, 
but in hell, one will be forever separated from the 
Lord our God. (1 Thess. 4:17; Rev. 21:3; 2 Thess. 1:6-9) 

• In heaven there will be light, but in hell, there will 
be outer darkness. (Rev. 21:23, 22:5; Matt. 8:12, 25:30) 

• In heaven there will be no more tears or crying, 
but in hell, there will be weeping forever and ever.   
(Rev. 21:4; Matt. 8:12, 22:13, 24:51, 25:30) 

• In heaven there will be no more sorrow or pain, 
but in hell, there will be gnashing of teeth forever.   
(Rev. 21:4; Matt. 8:12, 22:13, 24:51, 25:30) 



Contrasts Between Heaven and Hell… 

• In heaven there will be eternal rest, but in hell, 
there will be no rest day or night. (Rev. 14:13, 10-11) 

• In heaven one will receive their eternal reward, 
but in hell, one receives their eternal punishment.   
(Matt. 5:12; 1 Pet. 1:4; Matt. 25:46; 2 Thess. 1:8-9)  

• In heaven one will spend eternity with God the 
Father, Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit, and all those 
who are righteous, but in hell, one will spend 
eternity with the devil and his angels, and all of 
those who are wicked and unrighteous.                    
(1 John 5:7; Matt. 25:46, 25:41; Rev. 21:8, 21:27, 22:15)
