Paul’s Last Recorded Words...
(2 Timothy 4:6-22)
Were confident words of preparedness. (v. 6)
Were words of triumph and hope. (vv. 7-8)
Were words of personal request. (vv. 9-13)

Were words recounting his past, penned with
warning, without resentment. (vv. 14-16)

Were trustworthy words of confidence, and
words of praise concerning the faithfulness of
the Lord. (vv. 17-18)

Included greetings, and a request to greet
others. (vv. 19-21)

Were words of desired favor. (v. 22)
