Andrew and Philip are Soul-Winner Role Models 
(John 1:35-49) 

• Once they found the Messiah they were determined 
to bring others to Him. (vv. 41, 45) 

• They expressed enthusiasm in finding Jesus along with  
urgency in bringing others to Him. (vv. 41-42, 45-46) 



The Woman of Samaria is a Soul-Winner Role Model 
(John 4:7-26, 28-30, 39-42) 

• She found Christ, she told others about Him, and she 
invited others to come to Him. (vv. 28-29) 

• Her simple invitation to come see the Christ resulted 
in many believing in Him. (vv. 30, 39-42) 



Peter and John are Soul-Winner Role Models 
(Acts 3-4) 

• Peter and John taught the simple truth about Jesus 
Christ. (Acts 3:11-26, Acts 4:2-4) 

• They were bold and they prayed for boldness to speak 
God’s word. (Acts 4:13, 29) 



Philip the evangelist is a Soul-Winner Role Model 
(Acts 8) 

• He was willing to teach many, as much as he was 
willing to teach one. (vv. 5-6, 12, 26-39) 

• He was enthusiastic about soul-winning, he asked 
questions and listened to questions, He knew the 
Scriptures and used them, he allowed the one being 
taught to respond to his teaching, and then he looked 
for more opportunities. (vv. 30, 34-38, 40)   



The apostle Paul is a Soul-Winner Role Model 
(1 Corinthians 9:19-23, 11:1) 

• He possessed a servants heart. (1 Corinthians 9:19-22) 

• He presented himself as a Christ-like example, and he 
instructed others to also do so. (1 Corinthians 11:1)  



Jesus Christ is the greatest Soul-Winner Role Model 

• He had great compassion for the lost. (Matthew 9:35-38) 

• He was no respecter of persons. (Mark 2:15-17) 

• He didn’t give up when even He could not convince 
everyone. (John 6:60-66) 



God’s Plan of Salvation 

• Hear the word of God. (Romans 10:17) 

• Believe Jesus Christ is the Son of God. (Acts 8:37) 

• Repent of your sins. (Acts 17:30) 

• Confess Jesus Christ. (Romans 10:9-10)
