You Can Give This Local Church Your  
Total Commitment. 

• Commitment is “the quality of being dedicated to a 
cause.” 

• All members of this local church need to be fully 
committed to this local work, and must not forsake the 
assembling of ourselves together. (Hebrews 10:24-25) 

• So, what kind of church would this local church be if 
everyone possessed the same commitment to it as you 
do?  



You Can Participate In The Work of This Local Church. 

• Participation is defined as “the action of taking part 
in something.” 

• All members of this local church are needed and 
useful, and are in need of supplying their part to this 
local work. (1 Corinthians 12:12-26; Ephesians 4:16) 

• So, what kind of church would this local church be if 
everyone was as involved and active as you are? 



You Can Provide This Local Church With Your 
Cooperation. 

• Cooperation is defined as “the process of working 
together to the same end.” 

• Christians are instructed to work together and be 
unified. (Ephesians 4:1-3) 

• Never forget how good and how pleasant it is for 
brethren to dwell together in unity. (Psalm 133:1) 

• So, what kind of church would this local church be if 
everyone provided the same kind of cooperation as 
you do?   



You Can Provide This Local Church With Your 
Purity. 

• To be pure is to be “free from contamination.” 

• As Christians we must always strive to keep ourselves 
pure, and we have the obligation to keep the church 
pure without blemish. (1 Timothy 5:22; Ephesians 5:27) 

• As Christians we need to deny ungodliness and worldly 
lust, and we need to live soberly, righteously, and godly 
in this present age, and we need to recognize the 
importance of purity, knowing that a little leaven 
leavens the whole lump. (Titus 2:12; Galatians 5:9)  

• So, what kind of church would this local church be if 
everyone sought to be as pure as you seek to be? 



You Can Pray Fervently For God To Bless The 
Work of This Local Church. 

• The effective fervent prayer of a righteous man avails 
much. (James 5:16) 

• Pray that we will all grow and abound spiritually here at 
Belleville. (Colossians 1:9-11) 

• Pray for God to open doors to spread His word, and for 
Him to open hearts to heed the things spoken from His 
word. (Colossians 4:2-3; Acts 16:14) 

• Pray for this local church to be united, and for there to 
be no divisions among us, but that we be perfectly 
joined together. (John 17:20-23; 1 Corinthians 1:10)
