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What Is A Soul-Winner?

* The term “soul-winner” is used metaphorically for
“personal evangelism.”

* A soul winner is simply one who leads another to
salvation, by sharing with them the soul-saving
gospel of Jesus Christ. (Romans 1:16)

* A soul winner who leads or brings others to Christ
are often referred to as fishers of men, for they
catch men for Christ. (Matthew 4:19; Luke 5:10)



What Is A Soul-Winner?

* A soul winner turns others away from the error of
their way, by bringing them to the knowledge of
the truth, so that they may escape the snare of the
devil and be saved. (2 Timothy 2:24-26; James 5:19-20)

* Simply put, soul-winning is the act of leading
others to salvation that is in Christ Jesus, and a
soul-winner diligently brings others to Christ, by
sharing the soul-saving gospel message of Jesus
Christ to others. (1 Corinthians 15:1-2)



Why Do We Need To Be A Soul-Winner?

e We need to be a soul-winner because as servants
of the Lord we have a duty to win souls for the
Lord. (Mark 16:15-16; 2 Timothy 2:24-26; 1 Peter 3:15)

* We need to be a soul-winner because the world is
full of sin-sick souls that are currently unprepared
for eternity. (Romans 3:23, 6:23; 2 Corinthians 5:9-11)

* We need to be a soul-winner because of the value
of one’s soul, and because of the immortality of
one’s soul. (Matthew 16:26, 10:28, 25:46)



Why Do We Need To Be A Soul-Winner?

We need to be a soul-winner to emulate the great
example of our Savior Jesus Christ, and His early
disciples. (Luke 19:10; Acts 8:4; 1 Corinthians 9:19, 11:1)

We need to be a soul-winner because the harvest
is plentiful, but the laborers are few. (Matthew 9:37)

We need to be a soul-winner because he who wins
souls is wise. (Proverbs 11:30)

We need to be a soul-winner because the Lord our
God desires for no soul to perish, but for all men to
be saved. (1 Timothy 2:4; 2 Peter 3:9)



God’s Plan of Salvation

Hear the word of God. (Romans 10:17)

Believe Jesus Christ is the Son of God. (Acts 8:37)
Repent of your sins. (Acts 17:30)

Confess Jesus Christ. (Romans 10:9-10)

Be baptized into Christ for the remission of your
sins. (Mark 16:16; Acts 2:38; Galatians 3:27-29)

Remain faithful unto death. (Revelation 2:10)
